Home care services provided on a long or short term basis to assist clients with personal care needs, housekeeping needs, shopping, errands, in addition to nursing care, respite, companionship and personalized care management.  Home care services are provided in minimum of one hour visits in the client’s home, a hospital, Assisted Living home or a Long Term Care setting.

Services are paid for privately by the client, their family or private insurance. Private home care goal is to meet the needs of our clients and their families with flexibility and compassion.

Private Pay Home Care Services:

In-Home Assistance  ($25.20/hour)
Clients with acute or chronic illness can receive in-home assistance with bathing, dressing and grooming, eating, toileting, skin care, foot care and ambulation. 
Housekeeping (Chore) Assistance  ($23.10/hour)
Clients, from new mothers to the frail elderly, can purchase assistance with housekeeping, laundry, meal preparation, shopping, and errands.

Companionship  ($19.95/hour)
To avoid isolation and loneliness staff members provide caring companionship to clients who need someone with whom to talk and socialize.  Staff can arrange appointments, assist with letter writing, medication reminders, in addition to companion services for clients.

Respite  ($24.15/hour)
The primary caregivers need a break from the daily responsibility of taking care of a loved one at home. Respite care is available to allow family members “time off” to ensue their own well being and to renew.
Private Duty Nursing Care  ($86.10/hour)
In home lab draws, consultation
Care Management  ($86.10/hour)
Professional Care Managers assist clients to obtain access to medical, social and

other supportive services and monitoring of those services. In-home evaluation to understand each client’s unique situation.  Individualized plan of care involving the family, physicians, attorneys and concerned agencies. 
Medicare Certified Home Health Care: for Homebound individuals who have a skilled nursing need, ie: IV Therapy, wound care, pain management, end-of-life care, medication management, home health aide and in-home physical therapy. Must have a Physician referral, must be homebound and must have a skilled nursing need.
Senior In-Home-Services Grant-for low-income seniors >60, who are frail, elderly or who have dementia related or Alzheimers disease.  For Care Coordination, chore & respite services. This is available on a sliding scale based on income for those who are over income limit for Medicaid Waiver. It is also available for those waiting to get on the Medicaid Waiver &/or the PCA Programs.
Lifeline – Alert system for at risk individuals $49.00 to install and $45.00/month ongoing charge.
Medicaid Choice Waiver: for nursing home eligible recipients who meet the Medicaid waiver income limit but want to remain at home. This is different then regular Medicaid and you do need a care coordinator. We have a care coordinator on staff.
